i . . INFORMATION
on the procedure for admission to training in higher education

edur i ing in Bri?grams and
the organization of training at the University of Prosecutor’s Office of the
Russian Federation for citizens of foreign states

Foreign citizens who have not previously received tigher education of the
corresponding level in the Russian Federation at the :xpense of budgetary
allocations from the federal budget may apply for training.

Training of foreign citizens in higher education programs on a preferential
basis within the quota is carried out at the expense of the federal budget.

Maintenance, including accommodation, meals, transport and other related
eXpenses are covered by the sending party (student),

Training of foreign citizens is carried out in the Russian language according
to the main education programs implemented by the University and its institutes
(branches) in compliance with the federal state educational standards of higher
education.

Foreign citizens arriving for training submit to the !Jniversity and (or) its
institutes (branches) in due time and in full the documents required for migration
registration.

Foreign citizens undergo independently a medical examination in the order
provided for by Federal Law No. 115-FZ dated 25 .07.2002 “On the Legal Status of
Foreign Citizens in the Russian Federation”.

Medical support for foreign citizens studying in highsr education programs
at the University is carried out pursuant to the Rules for the: provision of medical
care to foreign citizens in the territory of the Russian Fe:leration, approved by
Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation No. 186 dated 06.03.2013
“On approval of the Rules for the provision of medical care to foreign citizens in
the territory of the Russian Federation”.

The University assists foreign citizens in passing a medical examination and
providing medical support, within its competence.

Planning the admission of foreign citizens to training at the University and
its institutes (branches) is carried out on the basis of applications received by the
Prosecutor General’s Office of the Russian Federation from the authorized bodies
of foreign states before 1 March of the corresponding year of admission.

The selection of candidates for admission to study at the University and its
institutes (branches) is carried out by the authorized bodies ol foreign states.

Based on the selection results, the authorized bodies of foreign states send
lists of candidates to the University, as well as the following documents for each
candidate:

consent to the processing of personal data;

application for admission to study in the prescribed form (Annex No. 1);

The translation into Russian of documents (inc.uding documents on
education with a diploma supplement that includes informalion about the subjects
studied and the results obtained on them) must be certified by a notary or Embassy
(Consulate) of the Russian Federation located in the country where the education
document was issued.

The list of candidates and relevant documents are sert no later than 15 July
of the corresponding year of admission.

Admission of foreign citizens to study in specialist programs is carried out
on a competitive basis according to the results of an entrarice test in the Russian
language (usually in August), and in master’s programs - according to the results
of an entrance test in the profile of the educational program “Prosecutorial
Activity” conducted in Russian.

An entrance test is not conducted when a foreign citizen submits a document
confirming the graduation from the preparatory faculty of one of the organizations
included in the official list of educational institutions of tle Russian Federation
that provide pre-university training for foreign citizens. '

Training of foreign citizens in higher education programs is carried out in
accordance with the requirements of Russian legislation, organizational
and administrative documents of the Prosecutor General of the Russian Federation,
and local regulations of the University.

The educational process is organized in the Russian language as part of
groups of Russian students or a separate training group of at lzast 15 persons.

When developing educational programs for training foreign citizens,
the peculiarities of the legislation of a foreign state are taken into account.

If necessary, the educational program includes disciplines (modules) aimed
at developing professional, linguistic and communicative competencies of foreign
students and integrating them into the socio-cultural environnuent. '

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Practical training of foreign citizens during the practice is organized
at the departments of the Unj versity, its institutes (branches.

Foreign citizens who have mastered the educaiional program obtain
a document on education and qualifications.

Foreign citizens have all the rights of students who have citizenship
of the Russian Federation and bear the obligations stip.ilated by the Russian
legislation, the Charter and local regulations of the University.

The University or its institute (branch), prior to the s:art of training, ensures
that foreign citizens are acquainted with the provisions of the Charter and local
regulations of the University regarding their riglhts and obligations,
and instructs them on compliance with migration laws.

The University has the right to apply iricentive meas ires to foreign citizens
in accordance with the Charter and local regulations of the University.

If a foreign citizen violates the requirements of the legislation
of the Russian Federation, the Charter and local regulations of the University,
the administration of the University or institute (brarch) explains to him
the violations committed by him and applies appropriate disciplinary measures.
