Program Rational

The present program has been expanded to the countries outside ASEAN while contents
and activities have been fully revised and updated to suit the recent global issues in
every dimension. Most importantly, this program is meant to honor and pay tribute to
the memory and legacy of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great
to the international levels while promoting the corporation in sustainable development among
countries.
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Objectives of the Program

1. To honor and pay tribute to the memory and legacy to the utmost contribution of
His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great and Her Majesty Queen Sirikit
The Queen Mother, as well as to promote the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP)
as a valuable knowledge to international youth representatives

2. To disseminate and convey the ambition of His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn
Phra Vajiraklaochaoyuhua and Her Majesty Queen Suthida Bajrasudhabimalalakshana
in continuing, preserving, and building upon the royal legacy’s sustainable
development projects under the royal initiatives which aim to solve problems of
Thai insufficient demands and boost the development of the country

3. To acknowledge and create awareness of the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP)
and bring it into action for a better quality of life which aims to achieve the sustainable
development at the international level

4. To enhance the opportunity of the bilateral and multilateral cooperation among
international youth representatives from various countries in driving the sufficiency
thinking into practice and realizing the importance of working together to achieve
the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) at the international level

Expected Outcomes

Target Participants

Identity Office, the Office of the Permanent Secretary, the Prime Minister’s Office

(2) Each university shall be represented by only 3 (three) international youths
(30 (thirty) youths in total) which shall be qualified the fundamental requirements specified
by the Office of the Permanent Secretary, the Prime Minister’s Office as stated below

6. Possess a fair/good level of written and spoken English, as well as be able
to participate in discussions and deliver presentations in English

7. Be in a healthy condition to be able to attend the whole program and
well-prepared for travelling to upcountry areas

8. Have been vaccinated against COVID-19 at least 2 (two) doses

9. Be willing to collaborate in any actions that lead to the prevention of
the spread of Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) and be avoid
travelling to any COVID-19 related risk areas during the program

10. Have tested negative for COVID-19 on the date of joining the program

Durations and Locations

7 days: during 19" — 25" June 2022 in Bangkok and Pathum Thani Province,
as well as in the Eastern region of Thailand at Chachoengsao and Prachin Buri Province

Program Content

The program will be held in the form of workshops consisting of both keynote and
classroom - style lectures, on-site educational visits to the royal initiative development
projects and successful case studies of applying the SEP, as well as hands - on field activities
in various projects in Thailand. At the end of the program, international youth representatives,
divided into groups, are expected to prepare a group report and a project proposal
presentation (the summary of a group’s lesson-learned report and the post-program project
proposal presentation) in the context of their respective country and submit such report to
the Office of the Permanent Secretary, the Prime Minister’s Office of Thailand after
their presentations or before departures.

The overall program will be conducted in English language.

Hospitalities

The Office of the Permanent Secretary, the Prime Minister’s Office, as the host,
shall bear the following costs during the participation in the program which include:
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Hotel accommodation cost

Domestic travel cost and the inland transportation for all official visits
