2. To disseminate and convey the ambition of His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn
Phra Vajiraklaochaoyuhua and Her Majesty Queen Suthida Bajrasudhabimalalakshana
in continuing, preserving, and building upon the royal legacy’s sustainable development
projects under the royal initiatives which aim to solve problems of Thai insufficient demands
and boost the development of the country

3. To acknowledge and create awareness of the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP)
and bring it into action for a better quality of life which aims to achieve sustainable

7. Be in a healthy condition to be able to attend the whole program and be well-prepared
for traveling to upcountry areas

The program will be held in the form of workshops consisting of (1) keynote and
classroom-style lectures, (2) on-site educational visits to the royal initiative development
projects and successful case studies of applying the SEP, (3) hands-on field activities
in various projects in Thailand, as well as (4) lessons learned and roundtable discussions
among international youth representatives.
